For many years she was President and the driving
force behind the success of the Club. From the first year,
when members manned a stall selling plants at the Spring
Fiesta, Val was keen for the Club to be active for the town.

Learning Day, Open Garden weekends and used her wide
circle of friends to access speakers for the Club and has
always made her own garden available for Garden Clubs
visiting the area. Val gives her time judging shows in the
district.

After a letter was printed in the Creswick District News in
1999 about the wilderness that the old Botanical Reserve
had become after a bush fire, Val was one of a small group
known as the Friends of Park Lake, who set about

RSL NEWS
NAIDOC Week Speaker
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The Creswick-Smeaton RSL, in conjunction with the
Hepburn Shire, hosted a talk by Dr Richard Trembath on
Wednesday, 5 July in the RSL Hall. The event was part of
NAIDOC Week. Dr Trembath is an historian at Melbourne
University. He spoke about the relationship between
indigenous war veterans and the RSL in the years after
World War Il. It is the subject of his latest book
Defending Country.

Many indigenous people enlisted, fought and died in both
World Wars. Those who returned came back to a country
where they could not vote, drink or ‘consort’ with non-
indigenous women.  After World War 1l, the RSL
throughout the country, but particularly in Victoria,
campaigned strenuously for returned indigenous veterans
to be given these rights. The thinking was if they were
good enough to die for the country they were good
enough to vote and have a drink. This took some twenty
years but it was successful.

An interesting foot note is the numbers of indigenous

people serving in the Australian Defence Forces. Indigenous
people make up 2.6 per cent of the general population but
represent four per cent of the Defence Forces personnel.

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AN UNSUNG LOCAL HERO — Quentin Turner

In any small rural community such as
Creswick, there are people who
contribute a great deal to the
successful running of their community,
yet they beat no drum for themselves,
seek no rewards and remain modest
and obscure in that community. One
such is Creswick's Quentin Turner.
Come, share a moment or two and
get to know this quiet contributor.

Born and educated in Ararat, Quentin's
working life began as an apprenticed
Electrician. By diligence, he worked
his way up the employment ladder
until he was Plant and Manufacturing
Manager for Australian Timken at
Ballarat. This also meant studying for

a Diploma in Business Management at
School of Mines Ballarat. Being an
international company, the job also
involved extensive overseas travel,
mostly to the USA, England and Japan,
which was a pleasant but demanding way to see the
world.

Along the way, Quentin met the girl who was to be his
wife of now fifty-six years, Maisie, a young English girl,
whose family had migrated to Ararat. Yes, they were
childhood sweethearts, a fact of which he is very proud,
and they are still sweethearts today. Marriage brought
three children, two girls and a boy, now scattered across
the country. It was the close proximity of Creswick to his
work in Ballarat, that brought the young Turner family to
live in Creswick fifty—five years ago.

However, it is as a member of the Country Fire Authority
that Quentin has made a huge contribution in this area
and for which he has been awarded the highest honour
that can be paid to a volunteer fire fighter —the Australian
Fire Service Medal. As soon as his family was settled in
town, Quentin joined the Creswick Branch of the CFA and
is its longest serving Captain, a role which he held for twenty
-three years. Today, he acts as President at meetings,
keeping a wise counsel on all affairs.

Being over the age for the physical work of fire fighting,
his contribution extends to being State President of the
Victorian Urban Fire Brigades - a prime mover of the
steering committee and inaugural Chairperson of the
movement to bringthe two groups together - the Victorian
Urban Fire Brigades Association and the Victorian Rural Fire
Brigades Association, now known as the Volunteer Fire
Brigades of Victoria. Quentin is diligent and meticulous
in all his activities and personal integrity is important to
him. Time was when much travelling to meetings in
Melbourne took place and he appreciated coming home to

a quieter atmosphere than the
bustling city. Quentin is also
Chairperson of the Volunteer CFA
Brigades Trust Fund, doing his best to
be an honest broker.

During his period of Captaincy, a
training film was made by Crawford
Productions, featuring the Creswick
Brigade. This came about after the
tragic fire at Streatham, when several
fire fighters lost their lives. Creswick
had a serious fire at that time too, but
the circumstances made it a totally
different fire to fight and there were
lessons to be learned from the
Creswick approach. Quentin is proud
of the fact that it was his Creswick
men who featured in that film and
whose methods made it such a
worthwhile teaching tool.

He reminisces with a twinkle in his eye,
of competing in Fire Brigade competitions. They are the
lighter side of the serious work of those volunteer
firemen, but are fiercely and enthusiastically contested.
Of course, there has always been the ‘little woman'
behind him - helping and supporting all he has done,
catering for the men when they were fire fighting,
chairing auxiliary meetings and being one of the team.

Life has to be made up of more than one facet and
Quentin's recreational time, in his younger days has
attracted him to long distant running, helpful too in
agility and speed when fire-fighting. Fishing, both fresh
and salt water, can keep him happily occupied for hours.
As a member of a car club, Quentin and Maisie have
enjoyed many motoring trips both interstate and local and
met many interesting people through those trips. He
admires and studies the great car manufacturers over the
past century and the development of the motor car to
what it is today.

Does he sit idle for the rest of his spare time? Oh no!
Currently, Quentin and Maisie can be found working as
volunteers, in the Visitor Information Centre on several
days a month and if that is not enough, because of his
management skills, he was elected to the Board of the
Creswick and District Community Bank - Creswick's
greatest modern asset. His management skills are most
useful and put into practise there.

Creswick is indeed fortunate to have this unsung hero
giving of his all, to its betterment. Say good-day to him
and thank him, should you meet him in the street. He is a
very humble and unassuming man and we all say 'Thank

you Quentin for vyour contribution towards our
betterment’.

HONOUR ROLL INDUCTEE
Dr Robert Charles William Alexander Lindsay (1843-1915)

Robert Lindsay was the youngest of five sons of
Alexander and Jane Lindsay (nee Little). The prosperous
Lindsay family originated in Ayrshire, Scotland, but

relocated to County Tyrone, Ireland, in the 17th century,
where they established a successful business as linen
merchants and small manufacturers and set up their
family seat, Lisnacrieve, in Fintona Londonderry.

Born in 1843, Robert studied first at Queen's University,
Belfast, and Dublin University, but completed his medical
studies and received his Doctorate at the University of
Glasgow. He emigrated to Australia, sailing on 7 March,
1864 as Medical Officer aboard the Red Rose and
reached Melbourne on 16 June, 1864. He came to
Creswick as Medical Officer for the Manchester Unity
Oddfellows and set up his practice in a small, shingled
house on the corner of Raglan and Cambridge Streets in
late 1864.

As subsequently described by his son Lionel, he was
‘short, with a stocky build and dark bushy whiskers, a
great talker with a roguish wit and a man who should
have been born with a comfortable private income, who
accepted life as it came and felt the small worries of the
day had no meaning for him’.

Dr Lindsay’s practice prospered and the residents
appreciated his willingness to travel to outlying areas.
Accidents at the various shafts and mines were common
and delivering babies a constant task. Robert was made
an Honorary Medical Officer at the Creswick Hospital
where, according to the Creswick Advertiser of February 6,
1895, he revived a deceased patient by following a
medical journal's instructions to ‘swing her', thus
returning blood to her brain. He also became the Public
Health Officer for the Borough of Creswick, was
appointed Medical Officer for the Fire Brigade in May
1873, and was the Examiner for the St John's Ambulance
Association in 1886.

Dr Lindsay must have found Creswick an interesting
location, even though not as pretty as it is today. The
landscape was deforested and muddy and the roads
were unsealed tracks. The quality of early housing was
fairly basic. Some dwellings were mere huts and tents,
with poor sanitation and stagnant water supplies.
Infectious diseases such as typhoid and measles were not
uncommon. As Public Health Officer, he inspected
dwellings and businesses and condemned some as unfit
for habitation. He worked with local Councils to improve
water supplies and on other issues of public health and
safety. Dr Lindsay was well aware of the dangers of
diseases emanating from stagnant water and worked
hardto eliminate this hazard.

On 19 May, 1869, Robert married Jane Elizabeth Williams,

daughter of the Reverend Thomas Williams, a Wesleyan
Missionary recently returned from the Fiji Islands. The
happy couple spent the early years of their marriage in
the dwelling at the corner of Raglan and Cambridge
Streets, but eventually built a larger, sixteen-room home
on the corner of Cambridge and Victoria Streets,
Creswick. This house, named Lisnacrieve after his
Irish home, was occupied continuously by members of
the family untilthe late1960s.

Robert and Jane Lindsay had ten children; Percival,
Robert, Lionel, Mary, Norman, Pearl, Ruby, Reginald,
Daryl and (Jane) Isobel, in that order. They were
educated at the Creswick Grammar School. Percy,
Lionel, Norman, Ruby and Daryl, went on to become
leaders in the Australian artistic community as noted
artists, novelists and administrators.

Their first son, Percy became an illustrator for various
major magazines and newspapers in Melbourne, but
returned to Creswick and switched to painting, with
many of his works in the Creswick Museum and more
than twenty inthe Ballarat Fine Art Gallery collection.

Lionel started as an illustrator as well, before travelling to
Spain to paint. Returning to Australia, he created many
well-known pictures and became an expert self-taught
etcher and engraver. He later became a Trustee of the
Art Gallery of New South Wales and was knighted for his
services to Australian Art in 1941.

Norman, like his brothers, began with illustrations for
Melbourne magazines and papers and throughout his
career was a cartoonist and illustrator with the Bulletin.
He painted in watercolours and oils and wrote several
novels based on his early life in Creswick, his experiences
as an artist, and children's books, notably The Magic
Pudding.

Reg was also an artist. While on a trip to visit Ruby in
London, he joined Will Dyson as a war artist, visiting the
Western Front where he was killed in action.

Daughter Ruby was another talented Lindsay; an
excellent illustrator and painter, who moved to London
with her husband Will Dyson before the First World War.
She established herself as a talented artist in Britain but,
tragically, died in 1919 duringthe Spanish Flu epidemic.

Son Daryl also worked as an artist, after several years as a
jackaroo and manager of rural properties, and went on
to become the Director of the National Gallery of
Victoria. He opened the Creswick Museum in 1970 and
several of his works are on display in that worthy
institution. His wife, Joan Lindsay, was the author of
Picnic at Hanging Rock. Daryl was knighted for his
services to art in 1956.
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HONOUR ROLL INDUCTEE
Dr Robert Charles William Alexander Lindsay (1843-1915)

The family had an unconventional, even
bohemian reputation in Creswick but the
Doctor and Jane Lindsay were respected
members of the community, who raised their
children as well educated, valuable members
of society. Dr Robert was a Freemason of
long standing and was Master Mason at the
Havilah Lodge in 1890 and 1893.

Dr Lindsay, the mainstay and breadwinner of
the family, was a skilled practitioner and was
noted for the judicious treatment of patients
who came under his care. He could be seen
at all hours, travelling to attend patients in
his buggy, sometimes accompanied by one
of his children (to look after the horse while
he was busy).

The mining industry in and around Creswick
was a major contributor to the doctor’s
medical work, being a constant source of
injuries due to mishaps and accidents. He
was actively involved in one of the most
infamous events of the time in Creswick-
the New Australasian Mine disaster of
1882, in which twenty-seven miners were
trapped underground when the mine was
flooded.

Dr Lindsay was one of the first on the scene to offer his
services and risked his own life going down into the
mine with the rescuers. To no avail: twenty-two of
the miners perished in the waters and the five who
were saved were damaged for the rest of their lives.

Dr Lindsay also attended accidents and took part in
rescues at the Madam Berry Mine, the Ristori Mine at
Allendale, the Cosmopolitan Mine, the Midas Consoles/

Dowling Forest Mine where a man had
his foot torn off, and many others within
the district. Mines were very dangerous
workplaces.

Dr Lindsay took great pleasure in a
number of diversions. He loved horses
and often rode or drove in local races,
some said ‘riotously’. He loved a wager,
on horses or the stock market, and at
one time was Chairman of the Nelson
Company, a mining venture that
proved unprofitable to all concerned.
He was also known to disappear for a
time (his sons reported he would sign on
as a ship's doctor and sail off), only to
return to Creswick and carry on as usual.
He enjoyed a drink, and was a great
raconteur when relaxing after work.

His was a life lived to the full, in the duty
of care to his widespread patients and in
the raising of his family. In 1997, the
Victorian Government opened The
Lindsay Support Centre, a Community
Health facility in Hill Street, Creswick,
named in his honour.

Robert Lindsay passed away at his home in Creswick in
September 1915 aged 72. He had recently returned,
gravely ill, from a trip to New South Wales. His death
was greatly lamented by his family and many in
Creswick and throughout the district who had
benefitted from his kindness and medical skill. His wife
Jane died in 1932 and both are buried in the Creswick
cemetery.

He returned
home with a fractured humerus on
16 March 1919. Albert Green received
the following recognition - Military
Medal, 1914-1915 Star, British War
Medal and the Victory Medal. Thanks
again to Peter Rickard for his research.

Be safe online!

Hepburn Libraries are currently undergoing an accreditation
process with the Alannah & Madeline Foundation and the
Telstra Foundation to become an eSmart Library Service.
The two foundations joined forces in 2012 to provide one of
Australia’s most significant community cyber safety
initiatives.

The online world is becoming a greater part of everyday life
and libraries are knowledge centres providing access and
assistance to the community. The internet is a great place
to learn, be creative and stay connected, however, one in
seven young Australians reported being cyber bullied in the
past year.

The eSmart framework considers how the library
community can develop smart, safe and responsible digital
behaviours. The staff have received additional training in
recognising unsafe online behaviours and are better
equipped to connect library users with the skills they need
for smart, safe and responsible use of technology.

Being eSmart means getting the best out of digital
technology and avoid cyber-risks such as scams and
cyberbullying. The Library have updated the Code of
Conduct for Members, Conditions of Membership and
Acceptable Use of the Internet policies. We have revamped
our reporting mechanism for when we have a breach of
policies, and will be more vigilant to ensure only
appropriate material is viewed within the Libraries, on the
computers and through the free WiFi service.

The Library have produced a flyer and bookmark with tips
and safe websites that you can visit to learn more about
being safe online. The Library will be celebrating National
eSmart Week in the Creswick Hub during 4 to 8 September
so keep an eye out for brochures and information.

The Creswick Cemetery Trust have another request for
visitors to take note that dogs are not permitted in the
Cemetery. Dog droppings have been found on graves
again, not nice to have to clean up.

There has recently been a situation at the Creswick
Cemetery, where a family member’s ashes have been
interred in an existing grave without permission from the
Cemetery Trust. This is highly illegal. All cremated remains
must be authorised by staff to be buried in any Cemetery.
It is a fineable offence to inter or spread ashes in a
Cemetery without the proper paperwork being completed
and fees paid. If anyone wishes to scatter ashes on private
property or public land, permission must always be sought
from the owners or appropriate authority. All interments
of ashes need to be recorded in the Cemetery records. If
anyone has knowledge of unrecorded interments, please
advise the Creswick Cemetery Trust so names can be added
to the Register.

New Ashes Wall

Work should finally be started soon on the new ashes wall.
Apologies for the delay. Check the new digital mapping
system on the website www.creswickcemetery.com.au,
click on List of Burials then New Cemetery. This will take
you to a site where you type in the surname of the person
you are looking for, a list will appear, then click on Show on
Map and you can then zoom into the site and see where it is
situated in the cemetery. It is a work in progress so will be
tweeked from time to time but will have up to date
information on all burials and reservations. A red cross on
the grave denotes a headstone on the grave.
